The Windrush Catamaran Association of Western Australia and Princess Royal Sailing Club invites entries in the 2010 National Titles for 14ft Windrush, Sloop, Super Sloop and Cat Rigged Classes to be held by the Princess Royal Sailing Club in Albany, from the 1st to 8th January 2010.

1. Rules

The National Championships shall be governed by the 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing, which includes the prescriptions and special regulations of Yachting Australia, and the Windrush Class rules and the Sailing Instructions.

2. Eligibility and Entry

2.1 The regatta is open to boats of the Windrush 14ft Class, Skippers and Crew shall be financial members of their respective Windrush State Catamaran Association prior to starting, membership forms will be available at registration. Competitors must also be a member of a YA affiliated yacht or sailing club and hold a current YA Silver Card. The Yachting Australia membership number must be quoted on the entry form. 

2.2 All competing helmsperson shall have third party insurance cover of not less than $5 million (recommended $10 million) for any one accident. By signing the entry form, helmspersons are deemed to have made a declaration that they have such cover.

2.3 A minimum of 4 entries will constitute a class.

2.4 Registrations for all Classes will be accepted between 0900 and 1200 Friday 1st  January 2010. Late entries will be accepted between 0800 and 0900 Saturday 2nd January 2010 for Cat & Sloop Series. Late entries for Super Sloop series will be accepted between 0800 and 0900 Wednesday 6th January 2010.

3. Fees and Costs

Entry Fees:

Sloop Rigged (including crew) $90

Cat Rigged $80

Super Sloop $80

Cat Rigged and Super Sloop $140

Sloop rigged and Super Sloop $150

Late entry fee $30

Camping at the Albany Rifle Range - $15 per day per site (see  10. Accommodation/Camping)
The cost per head for the Welcome BBQ, Wine & Cheese Night, Lay-Day Tour and the Presentation Dinner will be available at a later date.

4. Sailing Instructions

Copies of sailing instructions will be available at registration.

5. Scoring System

The series shall be scored in accordance with the low point system of Appendix A. of the Racing Rules of Sailing. Seven races are scheduled and four shall be required to constitute a series. If six or seven races are completed then one race score can be discarded. If only four or five races are completed then all race scores will count.  Class yardsticks are: Cat 93, Sloop 93 & Super Sloop 88.

6. Trophies and Prizes

Trophies or prizes for the first three places will be awarded to all classes, championship and handicap. Other prizes and trophies will be awarded at the discretion of the WCA of WA.

7. Measurement

7.1 All boats entered shall conform to the one design principle of the Windrush Class and therefore any alteration to the hull form, equipment, spars, or rigging supplied by the manufacturer, except as permitted by the Windrush Class rules is prohibited. It shall be the responsibility of each skipper to ensure that their boat conforms in this way.

7.2 Boats may be inspected by the scrutineer at any time during the series and non conforming boats may be subject to protest.

7.3 No change of sails, gear, and crew shall be allowed during the series without the permission of the Race Committee.

7.4 Weighing of boats – all participating boats shall comply with class weights. Weighing scales and Measurers will be available if entrants wish to weigh their boats. The top three placed boats may be asked to weigh their boats at the end of the series, and if they do not conform then they will be disqualified.

7.5 Boats which meet all the above eligibility requirements and the safety requirements for ‘Off the Beach Boats’ and the ‘Windrush Class Rules’, but do not conform fully to the Windrush Class Rules, may still participate but will not be eligible to receive recognition in the national championship results. 8. Course

8.1 The diagram in Attachment 1 shows the courses including the approximate angles between legs, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left. 

8.2 Legs of the course will not be changed after the preparatory signal. This changes Rule 33.
9. Catering

The Princess Royal Sailing Club galley will be open for snack lunches. BBQ facilities are available.

10. Accommodation/Camping

10.1 Albany Rifle Range is 3 km from PRSC for $15 /day /pwr site/unlimited people. There are full caravan park type facilities available in a parkland setting. Make bookings through Tim Hodgson (see 14. Contacts).

10.2 Panorama Caravan Park (phone (08)9844 4031) is 3 kms from PRSC and is on the water front for $35/day/pwr site/2 people.

10.3 Other options are available through the Albany Visitors Centre (see 14. Contacts).
11. Boat Storage

Boats may be left on the Club lawn adjacent to the boat shed. Neither PRSC nor the WCAWA will be responsible for any damage or loss during the series.

12.1 All those participating in the 2010 National Titles do so at their own risk. The Princess Royal Sailing Club Inc and the Windrush Catamaran Association of WA Inc. and their officers, members and volunteers accept no liability for loss of life or property or personal injury or damage occurring during or arising from the 2010 National Titles at Princess Royal Sailing Club.

12.2 The attention of all entrants is drawn to the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2009-2012 and in particular to part one Fundamental Rule 4. Which states, “The responsibility for a boat’s decision

to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone.”
