Part of Speech

Hello,
How are you? Have you got any impression on part-of-speech?

Traditional grammar classifies words based on eight parts of speech.
They are:
(1) Noun,

(2) Pronoun,

(3) Adjective,

(4) Verb,

(5) Adverb,

(6) Preposition,

(7) Conjunction,
and

(8) Interjection.


Ah!

Ouch, that hurt! 

Hey! Put that down! 

Oh no, I forgot that the exam was today. 

I heard one guy say to another guy, "He has a new car, eh?" 

I don't know about you but, good lord, I think taxes are too high! 

Exercise:
Identify the arrows’ pointing with the above part-of-speech, using the numbers 1-8.


I will run quickly towards the finish-line when I have heard a loud gunshot.

Notice that part-of-speech cannot classify all the words. (E.g. a gerund)
Compound noun

Tradition:

I will run quickly towards the finish-line when I have heard a loud gunshot.

Why?
Modern:

I will run quickly towards the finish line when I have heard a loud gunshot.
Give an example.

Compound verb

You construct a compound verb out of an auxiliary verb and another verb.
Examples:
Are all compound verbs tenses?
Are all tenses compound verbs?

Article:
A definite article (English the) indicates that the noun refers to a specific thing that the speaker has in mind (The chair was broken) 

An indefinite article (English a, an) indicates that the noun refers to something of the kind, but the particular instance isn't important (A chair was broken). 

A zero article is implied as the definite article but is not pronounced. 

Bold-words are interjections. (8)
