We have only talked about simple perfect tenses. I want you to learn about perfect continuous tenses.

Remember that in perfect tenses, we need to use the word “have”. The past participle of “have” is “had”. In case of third-person, singular and present, we need to use “has”. This is because that there is no such word as “haves”.

In simple prefect continuous tenses, the word “been” is also used.  Also, a present participle is required.  A present participle is a verb with the suffix of “ing”
A sentence likes “I have worked for three hours.” is just a simple present prefect tense. Should it be simple-present-prefect-continuous tense, it should be like: “I have been working for three hours.”





In essence, we need to use the words “have”, a present participle (“ing”) and a past participle of “be” (i.e. been) for a perfect continuous tense.
