Sub: Transfer of long standing SDEs to tenure circles - reg

               Well and wish to hear the same from you.  This is in continuation of the discussions on the subject I had with you over phone last week. You are aware that BSNL CO has called for particulars with respect to 50 long standing SDEs list working in the Circle.  In this connection, I would like to inform the following few points to take up the case at CHQ level with the BSNL Management to render Justice to all our Comrades.

1) Normally BSNL will call for the list of 10 long standing officers only. Quite surprisingly this time 50 long standing SDEs list is asked for, the reason best known to them only.

2) In SDEs long standing, the stay particulars are calculated from the date of entry in the department.  (i.e) the service rendered in Group ‘C’ and ‘D’ cadre which are divisional/Circle cadre and in other departments which is quite funny and unacceptable to anybody.  Since SDEs are All India Cadre and also Executive Cadre, the service rendered from JTO cadre (i.e) the feeder cadre of the Executive only should be taken for calculating the stay particulars in the Circle which is atleast reasonable and logical.

3) It is also the practice and convention in the past that the number of SDEs getting relieved from the NorthEast (or) any tenure stations, only that many SDEs /DEs only will be transferred out from the respective Circle as substitute.  But this time in the recent order issued for DEs, this practice was violated and officers are transferred out even for filling up the vacancies in the tenure stations.   If same analogy is applied in the SDEs transfer order, then it will create a heartburn among our comrades which is against the accepted norms of the Association.
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4) It is also reliably learnt that BSNL Management has issued transfer order based on the list received from the Circles. But since many circles have not sent the list of longstanding officers in DEs cadre, those Circles have been left in the transfer order and Officers of Tamilnadu Circle are worst affected.  Similar situation should not recur in future.

5) If at all Officers are to be posted to NorthEast/tenure stations, it may be considered during bulk promotion orders are being issued (or) to fill up the vacancies in those tenure stations, Officers may be given officiating locally so that Officers of other Circle will not be disturbed.

6) It is also pertinent here to note that even though longstanding Officers list was sent for JAG Level Officers, no transfer order has been issued to them so far.
     All the above points may be taken note of while discussing with BSNL Management and a clear-cut policy guideline may be derived when issuing such transfer orders to NorthEast/Tenure stations.
