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1. Describe the example that Armstrong uses to argue against the claim that the mind is always mentally active.
Mental active = conscious. There is unconscious mental state as mind is not conscious at all times. There is no mental activity as a result of physical injury

Armstrong challenge the claim implying that psychological concepts (for example, the concepts of belief and sensory pain) are defined in terms of the ordinary physical causes of belief states and pain states. Belief is not involve mental activity. Consciousness is “mental activity” but not “mind”. 
2. Explain what Armstrong means by "self-intimation". 

Self-intimating of current mental states rule out this possibility of unconscious mental states. A mental event and the awareness of that mental event must be separate entities. (Everything currently going on in the mind is available to consciousness.)

3. Explain what Armstrong means by the doctrine of infallibility. 

It is the false awareness. (Anything seems to consciousness to be currently going on in the mind is going on there.) There are physical states of the brain, but there are no mental states as we ordinarily conceived of them. When you say you are in pain, you speak falsely.

4. Explain why a mind for which self-intimation is true might still lack infallibility.

  If they are separate then a mistake is logically possible. Thus a mental event can occur without an apprehension and lack infallibility, and vice versa. 

5. Explain the main difference between parallelism and Descartes' version of substance dualism. 

There is no actual interaction between mind and body in parallelism and they operate independently. Physical states are always correlated with mental states. The relation is not one of causal interaction. It assumed the existence of God as it prestarts the mind and body process. Substance dualism sees there is interaction between mind and body.

Both the dualism of mind and body and the notion of a regular correlation between mental and physical events, but avoids any assumption of causal mind/body connection, direct or indirect.

6. Evaluate the validity of this argument: "Telepathy is a real phenomenon. Therefore, substance dualism is correct." 

A mental state is a physical state of the body.(Armstrong)
